Rocco John Iacovone, who apparently drops the last name in concert, is a veteran of Sam Rivers' loft-jazz bands of the '70s. He's still living in New York and is active in spreading the jazz word, through his COCA label and through membership in the International Association for Jazz Education. And he can still play a mean sax. 

Here, a quartet led by sax and trumpet steps through some lively originals, accessible jazz pieces but with Rocco John sometimes going absolutely nuts on his solos. Great stuff. 

He's got a more sedate side too, playing standards and originals with Alaskan musician Murray Nash in a duo/trio called Rare Form. In fact, a couple of track son Don't Wait Too Long are reprises from Rare Form, where they appear in more polite form; I prefer these knock-down, drag-out versions myself, but the Rare Form stuff seems worth checking out.
